There are many more that have, I am sure. 

And, church leaders accept that saying it is easier for people to understand it read that 

way.  Oh, Yes!  Satan is alive and sick as ever as he says, Change the reading of the 

Bible for the people to understand since there is little education today, vocabularies 

reduces to Neanderthal grunts – even in the work places, professional levels.  Oh, it is 

said, we must reduce the Holy Bible to what the people will understand in their lives 

and way of thinking.  Oh, yes, it has been done for years and is even getting worse.

Oh, let me tell you what the 

Word of God has to say about those false people, the ones whom most of you would 

consider experts just because their name is listed as a translator.  It is interesting how 

people today who have little knowledge about most things consider, who they consider, 

what criteria it is out of which one is considered an expert today.  So said when there 

are those who even choose to delete verses from the Holy Bible; they are considered 

experts also. 

Why?  Well when so few know the Word of God, anyone can do what they please 

because few will know the difference, very few as the Word of God is not read today.

Brethren, be followers together of me, and mark them which walk so as ye have us for an 

ensample.  

 (For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, [that they 

are] the enemies of the cross of Christ:  

Whose end [is] destruction, whose God [is their] belly, and [whose] glory [is] in their 

shame, who mind earthly things.)  (Phil 3.17-19) 

Note what verse 18 is saying.  This is today, as was in all the ages, that people are 

enemies of the Cross of Christ Jesus, standing on pulpitums as well as "church-goers."  

Oh, seek the Lord that He shall give you a heart that hungers for Him and hungers for 

more and more of the understanding of the Holy Bible, that you might live a life of 

holiness unto the Lord.  This is my prayer. 

Many today have gods as in Psalms 115 and 134; but, also know many have a jesus.  

Do not be taken in by someone saying words they think you want to hear.  We need to 

be discerning when the enemy comes in to deceive us, comes to invite us to walk in 

alliance with those who have any god other than the Lord God Almighty in Jesus 

Christ, Who is the only Begotten Son of the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, 

(Israel). 

I recall an experience in a conversation where someone who has many gods said to me,

Jacob, Israel."  To which they, being caught off guard gave aloud gasp and said, "NO!"

Oh, the enemy is is just what his name says:  Satan is the enemy 

of the Cross of Jesus Christ.

Interesting they can come together in the aisles where they work and 

chit chat about the night before, etc.
