Amo 7:7  Thus he shewed me: and, behold, the Lord stood upon a wall 

[made] by a plumbline, with a plumbline in his hand.  
 

How is it with your soul? 
re you prepared for battle against the enemy?  Have you put on the whole armor 

of God?  Do you put the whole armor of God on daily, rising from the night's rest 

preparing for what lies before you?  Are you standing alone trying to do it your way, 

or are you seeking the Lord to strengthen you for what lies before you that you might 

not go astray?    Do you have the body of Christ praying with you and fasting with 

you that you might be strengthened in His might?  Are you empting yourself of you 

and all that is not of the Lord God, fasting with your heart turned to the Lord to hear 

His voice and obey?   

We need to be empty of ourselves, come aside, and spend time with the Lord that we 

might be filled with Him, His presence, His Word, to go forth in the might of the 

Lord. 

Take time this day and each day to put on the whole armor of God – for we cannot 

fight the battle with Satan alone.  Do not let Satan even begin to come near you.

Perhaps there needs to be some soul searching as King David prayed: 
 

Psa 139:23  Search me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my 

thoughts:  

Psa 139:24  And see if [there be any] wicked way in me, and lead me in 

the way everlasting.  
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Come apart and rest   (Mark 6.31) 
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Rom 10:17  So then faith [cometh] by hearing, and hearing by the word of

Eph 6:11  Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against 

the wiles of the devil.  

Eph 6:12  For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities, 

against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against 

spiritual wickedness in high [p.laces].  

Eph 6:13  Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, that ye may be 

able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand.  

Eph 6:14  Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having 

on the breastplate of righteousness;  

Eph 6:15  And your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace;  

Eph 6:16  Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to 

quench all the fiery darts of the wicked.  

Eph 6:17  And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which 

is the word of God:  

Eph 6:18  Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and 

watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints;
